In order to stop the illegal wildlife trade and protect Southeast Asia's biodiversity,
all ten ASEAN member countries established the ASEAN Wildlife Enforcement
Network (ASEAN-WEN) on December 1, 2005 at the Special Meeting of the
ASEAN Ministers Responsible for CITES Implementation Meeting in Bangkok.

ASEAN-WEN is now the world's largest wildlife law enforcement network,
comprising enforcement officers from Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Indonesia,
Lao PDR, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Viet Nam.
The United States and China are also cooperating with ASEAN-WEN. More than
30 agencies across the regions-now communicate across borders to stop trans-
boundary trafficking syndicates. Each member country is forming an interagency
task force or national “WEN”,

The network has developed links to Interpol, World Customs Organization
(WCQ), the CITES Secretariat, and United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime
(UNODC). FREELAND FOUNDATION and TRAFFIC, through a cooperative
partnership with US Agency for International Development (USAID), are providing
technical assistance to government agencies that are implementing ASEAN-
WEN.
