	Disposal of Confiscated Live Animals








1.	The Management Authority of Hong Kong would like to receive the names and addresses of institutions that might be interested in looking after live specimens of endangered species. These are snakes, especially pythons, land tortoises, Asian bonytongues (Scleropages formosus) and wild orchids, which may come into their possession in the course of CITES enforcement.
