CONCERNING:

Animal Species Commonly Bred in Captivity

1.
Paragraph b)ii)C)2.a) under DECIDES of Resolution Conf. 10.16 refers to the production of a list of species commonly bred in captivity (referred to herein as "the List of Commonly Bred Species").  This list should be established by the Standing Committee, on the basis of proposals submitted by the Animals Committee after consultation with range States and relevant experts.

2.
A working group established at the 14th meeting of the Animals Committee (May 1998, Caracas, Venezuela) discussed this issue and provided several recommendations to the Committee.  These recommendations were agreed by the Committee.

3.
The Animals Committee decided that the following criterion should be used for determining which species to include in its proposal to the Standing Committee for the List of Commonly Bred Species:



"The species is regularly bred in captivity (in accordance with the provisions of Resolution Conf. 10.16) at numerous facilities, and the captive population of the species is self-sustaining".

4.
The Secretariat draws attention to the following:

The purpose of the List of Commonly Bred Species is to provide an easy reference for the issuance of permits or certificates under the provisions of Article VII, paragraphs 4 or 5, in accordance with Resolution Conf. 10.16.


-
Whether or not an animal specimen is of a species included in the List of Commonly Bred Species, it may only be considered as captive‑bred if it was bred in captivity as defined in Resolution Conf. 10.16.


-
The inclusion of an Appendix‑I species in the List of Commonly Bred Species will not provide an exemption from the provisions of Resolution Conf. 8.15.

5.
Parties proposing species for inclusion in the List of Commonly Bred Species are requested to provide with their proposal, to the extent possible:

i) information to indicate whether the captive population is self-sustaining (details of breeding reliability and ease with which specimens can be reared and maintained in captivity);

ii) the known number of facilities that are breeding the nominated species;

iii) the approximate year in which operations that are breeding the nominated species in captivity in the proponent country started such breeding; and

iv) an estimate of the number of specimens currently held captive by these facilities.

6.
At its next meeting the Animals Committee will prepare a provisional list for circulation to range States, IUCN/SSC Specialist Groups and relevant experts.

7.
Upon receipt of the comments from these States and experts, the Animals Committee will prepare a proposal for submission to the Standing Committee.

8.
In order to ensure adequate regional consultation by the members of the Animals Committee, Parties are requested to provide to the Secretariat proposals for the inclusion of species in the above‑mentioned list not later than 20 December 1998.
